LISA JACKSON

Lisa Jackson’s million-copy plus instant bestseller Fatal Burn made her a number one New York Times bestselling author in April 2006. Just weeks later, her first novel to be published in hardcover, Shiver, debuted at number four on The New York Times Best Sellers list, and that success has been echoed by each successive book. Funny what can happen when a nice, extremely talented lady starts spending her time with serial killers.
Most of your audience only knows Lisa through her books.  Now you can bring them an “up close” look at this woman whose research and writing has taken her in some very strange directions and down some very dark paths, including into the unsettling worlds of mental institutions, suicide, secret cults and internet sites devoted to demons and vampires. All have played a part in the research for her current books.  

You’ll want to ask Lisa about:
· Lost Souls—how easily the emotionally vulnerable among us are identified and targeted by those who see them as prey,

· Internet sites exist that actually focus on, and often provide a forum for, serial killing, cults, and an astonishing range of extreme behavior and beliefs (Lisa actually once “wandered into” a vampire lair on line),

· The internet as a hunting ground for those in search of victims,
· New Orleans—her mixed feelings about publishing a novel (ABSOLUTE FEAR) set in pre-Katrina New Orleans, in light of the disaster there, and while so much still remains unsettled in the city,

· Mental institutions—how practices now considered barbaric were still undertaken in mental hospitals less than fifty years ago, how the “emptying” of our nations mental institutions can itself be considered a crime, and the surprising number of abandoned, unused facilities there are across the nation,

· serial killer etiquette—do’s and don’ts,

· the common attributes among serial killers’ lives and motivations,

· police procedures and how an investigation’s dynamics change once a serial killer is suspected,

as well as…

· being up at 5:00 a.m. to put in twelve hour work days,

· juggling the demands of family, parent care and deadlines, while straining to hear her muse,

· being a top national bestseller, but still making others read her manuscripts before she sends them to her editor—just to make sure she hasn’t botched it!  

· being a nine-year-old strawberry picker, 

· how she went from having her characters fall in love to letting them die,

· her sister, and how their relationship has yielded hugely successful creative careers for both,

· her library dedicated to psychoses, police procedures, religion, rituals and murder, 

· and how her enormous success has—and hasn’t—changed her life.
